4.6. The payment for the training services is made by the Customer/Student to Provider in a form of cash down or cashless account
according to the details of the Provider indicated in the receipt or the appropriate part of this Contract.
4.7. The Customer/Student has a right to pay for the training services for the entire period of study in the University.
4.8. When providing the Customer/Student with academic leave, as well as maternity leave, leave to care for a child up to the age of three
years, the payment of educational services for the current period shall be credited to the Customer/Student after student’s return from the
relevant leave.

5. The procedure of delivery and acceptance of services rendered
5.1. The Provider in accordance with the requirements of the Federal law of 29 December 2012 Ne 273-FZ "About education in Russian Federation", other
normative acts regulating the provision of educational services, local regulations of the University and the terms of this Contract render services to the
Customer/Student and presents the result of the services according to the delivery and acceptance certificate of rendered services, signed by the Parties of this
Contract.
5.2. The obligation of the Provider shall be deemed fulfilled from the moment of acceptance by the Customer of the services rendered and shall be confirmed
by signing, in accordance with this Contract, the act of services rendered.
5.3. Upon completion of the full course of study, the Provider shall prepare, sign and submit a delivery and acceptance certificate of services rendered under
this contract, in an amount corresponding to the number of parties to the contract.
5.4. According to the results of the services rendered, the Customer/Student, within three working days in the absence of comments, signs the provided
delivery and acceptance certificate of the services rendered and sends the signed copy to the Provider via fax, scanned document by e-mail, and then sending
the original by mail to the Provider’s address.
If there are any remarks (a shortage of educational services), the Customer/Student sends the Provider a reasoned written refusal within 15 calendar days
after receiving the Certificate with the requirements stipulated by the current legislation. At the same time, the terms for signing the certificate of services
rendered are postponed for the period for elimination of comments, other agreement between the Parties.

If the Provider does not receive the delivery and acceptance Certificate from the Customer/Student for the services rendered or a reasoned refusal to
accept services within 30 calendar days from the date of its issuance, educational services are deemed to be properly rendered in accordance with the terms of
this Contract.

6. Amendment and termination of the contract
6.1. Terms of fulfillment of obligations under this contract may be amended or supplemented by agreement of the parties or in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation. Changes and additions to this contract shall have legal force if they are made in writing, signed by the parties and issued
in the form of an additional agreement to this contract. This Contract may be terminated by agreement of the Parties.
6.2. The parties consider the obligations under this contract to be terminated, and the contract terminated after ten working days from the date of
expiration of the terms established by this contract for payment, in case of its non-payment by the Customer/Student. The contract shall be deemed
terminated by agreement of the parties for a valid reason related to the lack of the Customer/Student's funds to pay for the services provided for in this
confract. At the same time, the termination of the contract on this basis does not deprive the Provider of the opportunity to present to the Customer/Student
in court a claim for payment of expenses actually incurred by the Provider for the entire period of educational services (until the date of termination of this
contract).
6.3. At the initiative of the Customer/Student, the contract is terminated subject to payment to the Provider of the costs actually incurred for the entire
period of provision of educational services (before the date of termination of this contract). The Provider has the right to refuse to perform its obligations
under the Contract subject to full compensation of losses to the Customer/Student.
6.4. This Contract may be terminated at the initiative of the Provider unilaterally in cases provided for in paragraph 22 Rules for the provision of paid
educational services approved by the Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation of 15.09.2020 N 1441
a) application to the student who has reached the age of 15 years, expulsion as a disciplinary measure;
b) failure of students to fulfill their obligations under the professional educational program for the conscientious mastering of such an educational program and
the implementation of the curriculum;
¢) establishment of a violation of the procedure for admission to the University, due to the student’s fault, his/her illegal admission;
d) delay in payment of the cost of paid educational services;
e) impossibility of proper fulfillment of obligations to render paid educational services due to the actions (inaction) of the student.
The circumstances of this clause are the basis for the termination of this contract unilaterally and the expulsion of the Customer/Student from the University in
the manner prescribed by the local regulations of the University. Upon termination of the contract, funds are returned to the Customer for non-spent
educational services (for the period after termination of this contract) in accordance with the University’s procedure for processing return of funds received in
FSBEI HE Tyumen SMU of the Ministry of healthcare for training.
6.5. This contract may be terminated prematurely in case of transfer of a Customer/Student to a budget form of education, to another educational
organization or expulsion of a student for reasons not specified in paragraph 6.4. of this contract. In these cases, the refund to the Customer/Student is carried
out in accordance with the University’s current procedure of refund received in FSBEI HE Tyumen SMU of the Ministry of healthcare for student’s
training, as well as changes in the terms of payment and making postponement of payments for educational services.
6.6. Upon granting the Customer/Student an academic leave, as well as maternity leave, parental leave until the child reaches three years of age, on the
grounds stipulated by legislation, this contract is extended for a period of granting the corresponding leave.
6.7. This contract may be terminated prematurely, in circumstances beyond the control of the Customer/Student and the Provider, including in the case of
liquidation of the Contractor.

7. Special conditions

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2. Rights of the Provider, Customer/Student

2.1. The Provider has a right to do the following:

2.1.1. to carry out the educational process independently, to choose the grading systems, forms, order, and periodicity of the Student’s
testing, as well as to apply incentives and impose punishments to him/her in accordance with the Russian Federation laws, constitutional
documents and local regulations of the Provider;

2.1.2. in case of transfer of a Student, from one educational program (specialty / direction) to another educational program, the Contractor
has the right to revise the cost of educational services in the context of specialties / directions, forms and periods of study, with the conditions
of advance notice of the Customer;

To provide the Student with conditions of acquiring
the chosen academic program. To ensure respect of human dignity, protection from any forms of physical or mental violence, personal insult,
protection of life and health towards the Student;

3.1.3. to make the Student aware about the data concerning the rendering of the paid educational services within the procedure and in the
amount, stipulated by the current laws of the Russian Federation, as well as to facilitate the Student with proper conditions for acquiring the
chosen academic program. To provide the Provider’s library, information and other resources at the Student’s disposal,

4.2. Increasing in the cost of educational services after signing this Contract is not allowed.
The cost of education may vary with an increase in the cost of paid educational services, taking into account the level of inflation provided
for by the main characteristics of the Federal budget for the next financial year and planning period. In case of changes in the cost of training,
according to the provisions of this paragraph, the Parties sign an additional agreement, with the calculation of the cost for the entire period of

4.3. The basis for payment for educational services is a receipt for payment and this contract. The fact of payment is confirmed by cash
receipt, receipt or other form of strict reporting (document of the established sample).
4.4.For20  /  academic year, the Customer/Student makes payment in the amount of 100% of the tuition fee within five working
days after the issuance of the order to enroll the Customer / Student, butno laterthan . 20 .
4.5. For the following academic years, the Customer pays for the services provided for in this contract, prior to September 1 of each
academic year, in the amount of at least 50% of the tuition fee for the academic year. The remaining amount of the annual tuition fee must be
paid before February 1 of the current academic year.
4.6. The payment for the training services is made by the Customer/Student to Provider in a form of cash down or cashless account
according to the details of the Provider indicated in the receipt or the appropriate part of this Contract.
4.7. The Customer/Student has a right to pay for the training services for the entire period of study in the University.
4.8. When providing the Customer/Student with academic leave, as well as maternity leave, leave to care for a child up to the age of three
years, the payment of educational services for the current period shall be credited to the Customer/Student after student’s return from the
relevant leave.

5. Procedure of delivery-acceptance of rendered services

5.1.In accordance with the requirements of the Federal law, dated December 29, 2012, Ne 273-FZ “About education in the Russian
Federation”, other normative acts, regulating the educational services rendering, local regulations of the University, and under the terms and
conditions of this Contract, the Provider renders the services to the Student and presents the results of the services by means of the
Delivery-Acceptance Certificate of the Services Rendered, signed by the Parties of this Contract.
5.2. The obligation of the Provider is deemed fulfilled upon the Customer’s acceptance of the services rendered and is confirmed by signing the
Delivery-Acceptance Certificate of the Services Rendered under the procedure, stipulated by this Contract.
5.3. Upon the completion of the full training course the Provider is to prepare, sign, and present the Delivery-Acceptance Certificate of the
Services Rendered under this Contract in number corresponding to the number of parties of this Contract.
5.4. Based on the rendered services, the Customer shall sign the presented Delivery-Acceptance Certificate of the Services Rendered within
three business days, if there are no objections, and sends the signed copy to the Provider via fax, scanned document through electronic mail,
with subsequent postage of the original by regular post to the address of the Provider.
In case of any objections (if a drawback of the educational service is traced) the Customer sends a motivated written refusal to the Provider
within 15 calendar days after receiving the Certificate, containing the requirements, stipulated by the current laws. In this respect, the terms
of signing the Certificate of the Services Rendered are shifted towards the date of objections elimination, another contract between the
Parties.

If the Provider does not receive the Delivery-Acceptance Certificate of the Services Rendered or a motivated written refusal to
accept the services from the Customer within 30 calendar days from the date of its issue, the educational services are deemed rendered in a
proper way in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Contract.

6. Alteration and termination of contract

6.1. The terms of fulfilling the obligations under this Contract may be altered or amended upon the agreement of the Parties or in accordance
with the laws of the Russian Federation. Alterations and amendments to this Contract take an effect, in case they are made in the written
form, signed by the Parties and are formed as an additional agreement to this Contract. This Contract may be terminated upon the agreement
of the Parties.

6.2. The Parties consider the obligations under this Contract ceased and the Contract terminated ten business days after the dates, stipulated
by this Contract for payment, in case its performance is failed by the Customer. The Contract is deemed terminated upon the agreement of
the Parties for a good reason, due to the lack of the Customer funds in order to pay for the services, stipulated by this Contract. Furthermore,
the termination of this Contract under this basis does not deprive the Provider of an opportunity to set up a claim to the Customer to cover
the expenses, actually incurred by the Provider, for the whole period of the educational services rendering (up to the date of this Contract
termination) through legal proceedings.

6.3. At the initiative of the Customer the Contract is terminated if the expenses actually incurred by the Provider for the whole period of the
educational services rendering (up to the date of this Contract termination) are covered. The Provider has a right to refuse to fulfill the
obligations under the Contract if the Customer is completely reimbursed in terms of material losses incurred.

6.4. This Contract may be terminated upon the initiative of the Provider on a unilateral basis in cases, stipulated by the clause 22 of the Rules
for the provision of paid educational services, approved by Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation of September 15, 2020 N
1441

a) application of expulsion as a measure of disciplinary penalty to the Students, who reached the age of 15;

b non-fulfillment by students of a professional educational program of obligations for the conscientious mastery of such an educational
program and the implementation of the curriculum;

¢) identifying the violations of the order of admission to the University, which resulted in the fault of the student’s enrollment;

d) late payment of the cost of paid educational services;

e) failure to properly fulfill the obligations of rendering the paid educational services due to action (inaction) of the Student.

The conditions of this clause are the basis for terminating this Contract unilaterally and expulsion of the Student from the University within
the procedure, stipulated by the local regulations of the University. Upon the termination of this Contract the Customer is paid back the
funds, not spent for the educational services (for the period after termination of this Contract) in accordance with the Procedure of Paying
back the Funds, transferred to FSBEI HE TyumSMU MOH Russia for education, acting at the University.

6.5. This Contract may be terminated prematurely in case of a transfer of the Student to the budget form of education, to another educational
organization or expulsion of the Student due to reasons not stated in the clause 6.4. of this Contract. Under these circumstances the
refunding to the Customer is also carried out in accordance with the University Procedure of Paying back the Funds, transferred to FSBEI
HE TyumSMU MOH Russia for training, as well as alterations of the payment terms and provision of postponement of payments for the
educational services.

6.6. When granting the Student an academic, maternity leave or a leave to care for a child up to three years according to legal acts the
performance of this contract is extended for a period equal to the period of the leave.

6.7. This Contract may be terminated prematurely, due to circumstances beyond the control of the Student and the Provider, including in
the case of liquidation of the Provider.

7. Specific conditions

7.1. Transfer of the Student to training at the expense of the Federal budget is carried out in accordance with the Order of the Ministry of
education and science of the Russian Federation dated June 6, 2013 Ne 443 "On approval of the procedure and cases of transition of persons
enrolled in educational programs of secondary vocational and higher education from paid tuition to free.

8. Responsibility of the parties

8.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this contract, the parties are liable in accordance with the legislation of
the Russian Federation.

8.2. If there is a lack of educational service, including its incomplete provision (part of the educational program) stipulated by educational
programs, the Customer/Student has the right to demand:

8.2.1. Free provision of educational services.

8.2.2. Proportionate reduction in the cost of educational services provided.

8.2.3. Reimbursement of expenses incurred to eliminate the shortcomings of the educational services provided by their own or by third
parties.

8.3. The Customer/Student has the right to refuse to perform the Contract and demand full compensation of losses, if within 60 (sixty) days
with the written application of the Customer/Student the shortcomings of the educational services are not eliminated by the Provider. The
Customer/Student also has the right to refuse to perform the Contract, if he/she found a significant lack of educational services or other
significant deviations from the terms of the Contract.

8.4. If the Provider has violated the terms of the educational service (the terms of the beginning and (or) the end of the provision of
educational services and (or) intermediate terms of the educational service) or if during the provision of educational services, it became
obvious that it will not be provided on time, the Customer/Student has the right to choose:

8.4.1. Assign to the Provider a new term, during which the Provider must begin to provide the educational service and (or) finish the
provision of the educational service;

8.4.2. To charge an educational service to third parties for a reasonable price and demand reimbursement from the provider for expenses
incurred;

8.4.3. Require a reduction in the cost of educational services;

8.4.4. Terminate the Contract.

9.2. The present Contract, Delivery-Acceptance Certificate of the Services Rendered, other documents related to the rendering of the
educational services may be signed by the Parties through via electronic document exchange form, in case of satisfactory quality of
reproducing the text of the Contract, other documents, seals, and signatures of the Parties. Such Contract and documents will have an effect
before implementation of a subsequent exchange of original hard copies of the Contract, or other documents, signed by the both Parties by
means of postage or a transfer to the authorized representative of the Provider.

9.3. In order to limit the access of students to the types of information distributed through the Internet, causing harm to the health and (or)
development of children, as well as not corresponding to the objectives of education, in pursuance of the Federal law 0f 29.12.2010 N436-FZ
"On protection of children from information harmful to their health and development”, the Parties agreed that in the case of a minor student
having technical devices (personal means of communication) with access to the Internet when visiting the University, the Customer/Student
agrees to the removal of responsibility from the rector and other officials of the University, in case of violation of the University local
regulations.

9.4. The present contract is considered to be concluded from the moment of its signing by the parties and is valid until the moment of
complete fulfillment of the contractual obligations by the parties.

9.5. The contract is made in 4 copies of equal legal force, one copy to the Customer and to the Student, two copies for the University.

2.1.1. to carry out the educational process independently, to choose the grading systems, forms, order, and periodicity of the Student’s
testing, as well as to apply incentives and impose punishments to him/her in accordance with the Russian Federation laws, constitutional
documents and local regulations of the Provider;

2.1.2. in case of transfer of a Student, from one educational program (specialty / direction) to another educational program, the Contractor
has the right to revise the cost of educational services in the context of specialties / directions, forms and periods of study, with the conditions
of advance notice of the Customer;

2.3.4. take part in social, cultural, recreational, etc. activities organized by the Provider in the manner prescribed by local regulations of the
University.

3. Obligations of the Provider, Customer/Student

3.1. The Provider undertakes the following obligations:

3.1.1. to enroll the Student who has successfully passed the entrance tests and fulfilled the admission terms, stipulated by the Russian
Federation laws, the Statute and local regulations, in the number of students of FSBEI HE TyumSMU MOH Russia in accordance with the
Statute, other local regulations of the Provider and terms and conditions of this Contract, if the tuition fee is paid;

3.1.2. to organize and ensure the proper rendering of the Educational Services, stipulated by the section 1 of this Contract. To ensure training
of the Student in accordance with the requirements of the federal state educational standard, in force within the higher education system, the
curriculum, including the individual one, and the schedule of classes of the Provider. To provide the Student with conditions of acquiring
the chosen academic program. To ensure respect of human dignity, protection from any forms of physical or mental violence, personal insult,
protection of life and health towards the Student;

3.1.3. to make the Student aware about the data concerning the rendering of the paid educational services within the procedure and in the
amount, stipulated by the current laws of the Russian Federation, as well as to facilitate the Student with proper conditions for acquiring the
chosen academic program. To provide the Provider’s library, information and other resources at the Student’s disposal,

3.1.4. to receive payment from the Customer for the Educational Services under the procedure stipulated by the terms and conditions of this
Contract;

3.1.5. In case of not passing final assessment; receiving unsatisfactory results at final assessment; having mastered a part of educational
program or to those students who were expelled - to issue a certificate of training under the terms and conditions and according to the
procedures stipulated by the current legislation of the Russian Federation.

3.1.6. to provide an opportunity to the Student to use services of the Provider’s subdivisions, carrying out the activity in the field of public
catering and medical care, under the terms and conditions and according to the procedures stipulated by the current legislation of the Russian
Federation and the local regulations of the Provider;

3.1.7. to carry out measures of social and financial support towards the Student, including the measures to provide him/her with a place in
the dormitories, to ensure the departure from the Russian Federation in case and according to the procedures, stipulated by the current
legislation and local regulatory acts of the Provider,

3.1.8. to ensure that the Student receives the medical insurance certificate, issued in accordance with the established procedure, for the period
of his/her stay in the Russian Federation.

6. Alteration and termination of contract

6.1. The terms of fulfilling the obligations under this Contract may be altered or amended upon the agreement of the Parties or in accordance
with the laws of the Russian Federation. Alterations and amendments to this Contract take an effect, in case they are made in the written
form, signed by the Parties and are formed as an additional agreement to this Contract. This Contract may be terminated upon the agreement
of the Parties.

6.2. The Parties consider the obligations under this Contract ceased and the Contract terminated ten business days after the dates, stipulated
by this Contract for payment, in case its performance is failed by the Customer. The Contract is deemed terminated upon the agreement of
the Parties for a good reason, due to the lack of the Customer funds in order to pay for the services, stipulated by this Contract.
Furthermore, the termination of this Contract under this basis does not deprive the Provider of an opportunity to set up a claim to the
Customer to cover the expenses, actually incurred by the Provider, for the whole period of the educational services rendering (up to the
date of this Contract termination) through legal proceedings.

6.3. At the initiative of the Customer the Contract is terminated if the expenses actually incurred by the Provider for the whole period of
the educational services rendering (up to the date of this Contract termination) are covered. The Provider has a right to refuse to fulfill the
obligations under the Contract if the Customer is completely reimbursed in terms of material losses incurred.

6.4. This Contract may be terminated upon the initiative of the Provider on a unilateral basis in cases, stipulated by the clause 22 of the Rules
for the provision of paid educational services, approved by the Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation of September 15, 2020
N 144121

a) application of expulsion as a measure of disciplinary penalty to the Students, who reached the age of 15,

b) non-fulfillment by students of a professional educational program of obligations for the conscientious mastering of this educational
program and the implementation of the curriculum,

¢) identitying the violations of the order of admission to the University, which resulted in the fault of the student’s enrollment;

d) late payment of the cost of paid educational services;

e) failure to properly fulfill the obligations of rendering the paid educational services due to action (inaction) of the Student.

The conditions of this clause are the basis for terminating this Contract unilaterally and expulsion of the Student from the University within
the procedure, stipulated by the local regulations of the University. Upon the termination of this Contract the Customer is paid back the
funds, not spent for the educational services (for the period after termination of this Contract) in accordance with the Procedure of Paying
back the Funds, transferred to FSBEI HE TyumSMU MOH Russia for education, acting at the University.

6.5. This Contract may be terminated prematurely in case of a transfer of the Student to the budget form of education, to another
educational organization or expulsion of the Student due to reasons not stated in the clause 6.4. of this Contract. Under these circumstances
the refunding to the Customer is also carried out in accordance with the University Procedure of Paying back the Funds, transferred to
FSBEI HE TyumSMU MOH Russia for training, as well as alterations of the payment terms and provision of postponement of payments for
the educational services.

6.6. When granting the Student an academic, maternity leave or a leave to care for a child up to three years according to legal acts the
performance of this contract is extended for a period equal to the period of the leave.

6.7. This Contract may be terminated prematurely, due to circumstances beyond the control of the Student and the Provider, including in
the case of liquidation of the Provider.

7. Specific conditions

7.1. Transfer of the Student to training at the expense of the Federal budget is carried out in accordance with the Order of the Ministry of
education and science of the Russian Federation dated June 6, 2013 Ne 443 "On approval of the procedure and cases of transition of persons
enrolled in educational programs of secondary vocational and higher education from paid tuition to free.

8. Responsibility of the parties

8.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this contract, the parties are liable in accordance with the legislation of
the Russian Federation.

8.2. In case of delay in the execution of the Customer his obligations under this Contract, the Provider shall have the right to demand
payment of the penalty. The penalty is charged for each day of delay in the performance of the obligation provided for in the contract,
starting from the day following the day after the expiry of the time period specified in the contract for the fulfillment of the obligation. The
amount of such a penalty is set at 0.01% of the value of unpaid, not paid in full or untimely paid educational services for each day of delay
up to the date of repayment of the debt. The Customer is exempt from paying the penalty if he / she proves that the delay in performance of
the said obligation occurred due to force majeure or the fault of the other party.

8.3. The expiration of the contract does not exempt the parties from liability for its violation.

2.Rights of the Contractor, Customer / Student

2.1.  Contractor has the right to:

2.1.1. Independently carry out the educational process, choose assessment systems, forms, procedure and frequency of
intermediate certification of Customer / Student, apply incentive measures to it and impose penalties in accordance with
the legislation of the Russian Federation, constituent documents and local regulations of the Contractor;

2.1.2. Require the parties to comply with contractual discipline, compliance with the internal regulations of the University, the
Charter, as well as generally accepted moral, ethical and ethical standards of conduct;

2.1.3. Require the Customer / Student to pay for the actually rendered educational services.

2.2. The customer / student is provided with academic rights in accordance with part 1 of article 34 of Federal Law of
December 29, 2012 N 273-FZ "*On Education in the Russian Federation™. The student also has the right to:

2.2.1. To require the Contractor to provide reliable information regarding the preparation of the Customer / Student under this
agreement in accordance with the program;

2.2.2. Receive complete and reliable information about the assessment of their knowledge, abilities, skills and competencies, as
well as about the criteria for this assessment;

2.2.3. Within the framework of the legislation of the Russian Federation on education, use educational services provided by the
Contractor and are not part of the main curriculum in the chosen direction, on the terms of a contract for the provision of
additional educational services for a fee, concluded separately;

2.2.5. Take part in socio-cultural, wellness, etc. events organized by the Contractor.
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2.2.6. Receive information from the Contractor on the organization and ensuring the proper provision of the services provided
for in Section I of this Agreement.

3. Obligations of the Contractor, Customer / Student

3.1. _Contractor must:

3.1.1. Enroll the Customer / Student who has fulfilled the admission conditions established by the legislation of the Russian
Federation, the Charter and local acts, if there is payment for the first year of study, in the number of students, in accordance
with the Charter, other local regulations of the Contractor and the terms of this contract in FSBEI HE Tyumen SMU of the
Ministry of Health of Russia;

3.1.2. Organize and ensure the proper provision of educational services provided for in Section I of this Contract . Provide
training for the Customer / Student in accordance with the requirements of the federal state educational standard in force in the
higher education system, the curriculum, including the individual one, and the Contractor's class schedule. Provide the Customer
/ Student with the conditions for its development provided for by the chosen educational program. Provide the Customer / Student
with respect for human dignity, protection from all forms of physical and mental violence, personal insults, protection of life and
health;

3.1.3. Provide the Customer / Student with information containing information on the provision of paid educational services in
the manner and volume provided for by the current legislation of the Russian Federation, as well as create the Customer / Student
the appropriate conditions for mastering the selected educational program. Provide for the use of the Customer / Student library,
information and other resources of the Contractor;

3.1.4. Accept from the Customer / Student payment for educational services, in the manner prescribed by the terms of this
Contract.

3.1.5. After completing the training, conduct the appropriate control tests (tests, exams), with long-term results, issue the student
a document of the established sample;

3.1.6. In case of failure to pass the control tests, who received unsatisfactory results on them, who have mastered part of the
educational program or who are expelled, issue a certificate of study or a period of study, in the manner prescribed by the current
legislation.

3.1.7. Provide the Student with the opportunity to use, on the terms and in the manner prescribed by the current legislation of the
Russian Federation and local regulations of the Contractor, the services of the Contractor's structural units operating in the field
of public catering and medical services.

3.1.8. Implement measures of social and material support for the Student, including measures to provide living quarters in a
hostel, ensure departure from the Russian Federation in the event and procedure established by the current legislation of the
Russian Federation and local regulations of the Contractor.

3.1.9. Provide the Student with a medical insurance policy, drawn up in accordance with the established procedure, for the period
of his stay on the territory of the Russian Federation.

3.2.4. In the event of damage to the Contractor's property by the Customer / Student, to compensate the latter for damage in
accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation;

3.2.5. In advance of the beginning of each semester, make a reconciliation of payments received for educational services with
the Contractor;

3.2.6. Comply with the academic discipline: attend classes, carry out the academic load in accordance with the approved schedule
of the educational process, curriculum requirements and schedule;

4.2. An increase in the cost of paid educational services after the conclusion of this contract is not allowed.

Tuition fees may change with an increase in the cost of paid educational services, taking into account the inflation rate provided
for by the main characteristics of the federal budget for the next financial year and planning period. In case of a change in the
cost of training, in accordance with the provisions of this paragraph, the Parties sign an additional agreement, with the calculation
of the cost for the entire period of training. **

4.3. The basis for settlements for payment for educational services is a receipt for payment and this contract. The fact of payment
is confirmed by a cashier's check, receipt or other form of strict accountability (document of the established form).

4.4 Forthe 20/  academic year, the Customer / Student makes payment in the amount of 100% of the cost of training
within five working days after the issuance of the order for the enrollment of the Customer / Student, but no later than
20 year.

4.5. For subsequent academic years, the Customer / Student pays for the services provided for in this contract prior to September
1 of each academic year in the amount of at least 50% of the cost of training for the academic year. The remaining amount of
the annual tuition fees must be paid by February 1 of the current academic year.

4.6. Payment for educational services is carried out by the Customer / Student by depositing cash at the Contractor's cashier or
by bank transfer to the Contractor's account, according to the Contractor's details specified in the receipt or in the relevant section
of this Agreement.

4.7. The customer / student has the right to pay the cost of educational services for the entire period of study at the University.

4.8. When the Customer / Student is granted academic leave, as well as maternity leave, parental leave until the child reaches
the age of three years, the payment for educational services for the current period is credited to the Customer / Student after he
leaves the corresponding leave.

5. Procedure for the delivery and acceptance of services rendered

5.1. Contractor in accordance with the requirements of Federal Law of December 29, 2012 No. 273-FZ "On Education in the
Russian Federation", other regulations governing the provision of educational services, local acts of the University and, under
the terms of this Contract , provides services to the Customer / Student and transfers the result of services under the Certificate
of Acceptance of Services Rendered signed by the Parties to this Contract .

5.2. The obligation of the Contractor is considered fulfilled from the moment the Customer accepts the services provided and is
confirmed by the signing, in accordance with the procedure established by this Contract, of an act of services rendered.

5.3. The Contractor is obliged, upon completion of the full course of study, to prepare, sign and submit an acceptance certificate
for the services rendered under this contract , in an amount corresponding to the number of parties to the contract.

5.4. Based on the results of the services provided, the Customer / Student, within three working days, in the absence of comments,
signs the provided Acceptance Certificate for the services rendered and sends the Contractor a signed copy by fax, a scanned
document by e-mail, followed by sending the original by mail to the Contractor.

In the presence of comments (upon detection of a lack of educational services), the Customer / Student sends a reasoned
written refusal to the Contractor within 15 calendar days after receiving the Act with the requirements stipulated by the current
legislation. In this case, the terms of signing the act of services rendered are postponed for the period of elimination of comments,
another agreement between the Parties.

If the Contractor does not receive the Certificate of Acceptance of the Services Rendered from the Customer / Student or a
reasoned refusal to accept the services within 30 calendar days from the date of its issuance, the educational services are deemed
to be rendered properly in accordance with the terms of this Contract .

6. Amendment and termination of the contract

6.1. The terms of fulfillment of obligations under this contract may be changed or supplemented by agreement of the parties or
in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation. Changes and additions to this contract are valid if they are made in
writing, signed by the parties and executed in the form of an additional agreement to this contract. This Contract may be
terminated by agreement of the Parties.

6.2. The parties consider the obligations under this contract terminated, and the contract terminated after ten working days from
the end of the terms established by this agreement for payment, if it is not paid by the Customer / Student. The contract is
considered terminated by agreement of the parties for a good reason related to the Customer / Student's lack of material resources
to pay for the services provided for in this contract. At the same time, the termination of the contract on this basis does not
deprive the Contractor of the opportunity to file claims against the Customer / Student in court for payment of the expenses
actually incurred by the Contractor for the entire period of the provision of educational services (until the date of termination of
this contract).

7. Special conditions

8. Responsibility of the parties
8.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this contract, the parties are liable in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation and this contract .

8.2. If a lack of educational services is found, including the provision of not in full, provided for by educational programs (part
of the educational program), the Customer / Student has the right, at his option, to demand:

8.2.1. Free provision of educational services.

8.2.2. A commensurate decrease in the cost of the educational service provided.

9. Final provisions

services may be signed by the Parties through the electronic form of document exchange, subject to the normal quality of
reproduction of the text of the Contract , other documents, seals and signatures of the parties. Such contract and documents will
have legal force until the subsequent exchange of originals of the Contract signed by both parties, documents on paper, by
sending them by mail, or by transferring them to the proper representative of the Contractor.

9.3. This Contract is considered concluded from the moment it is signed by the parties and is valid until the parties fully fulfill
their contractual obligations.

2. Rights of the Contractor, Customer, Student
2.1. The Contractor has the right:

2.1.1. Independently carry out the educational process, choose assessment systems, forms, procedure and frequency of
intermediate certification of the Student, apply incentives to him and impose penalties in accordance with the legislation of the
Russian Federation, constituent documents and local regulations of the Contractor;

2.1.2. In the event of the Student's transition from one educational program (specialty / direction) to another educational program,
the Contractor has the right to revise the cost of educational services in the context of specialties / directions, forms and periods
of study, with the conditions of advance notification of the Customer;

2.1.3. To require the parties to comply with contractual discipline, compliance with the internal regulations of the University,
the Charter, as well as generally accepted moral, ethical and ethical standards of conduct;

2.1.4. To require the Customer to pay for educational services actually provided to the Student.

2.3. The Student is granted with academic rights in accordance with part 1 of article 34 of the Federal Law of December
29,2012 N 273-FZ "On Education in the Russian Federation". The student also has the right to:

2.3.1. To receive complete and reliable information about the assessment of their knowledge, abilities, skills and competencies,
as well as about the criteria for this assessment;

2.3.2. Within the framework of the legislation of the Russian Federation on education, use educational services provided by the
Contractor and not included in the main curriculum in the chosen direction, on the terms of a contract for the provision of
additional educational services for a fee, concluded separately;

2.3.3. To use the property of the Contractor in the course of the educational process and the conduct of socio-cultural, recreational
and other activities;

2.3.4. To take part in socio-cultural, wellness, etc. events organized by the Contractor in the manner prescribed by the local acts
of the University.

3. Obligations of the Contractor, Customer, Student

3.1. _The Contractor must:

3.1.1. Enroll the Customer / Student who has fulfilled the admission conditions established by the legislation of the Russian
Federation, the Charter and local acts, if there is payment for the first year of study, in the number of students, in accordance
with the Charter, other local regulations of the Contractor and the terms of this contract in FSBEI HE Tyumen State Medical
University of the Ministry of Health of Russia;

/ Student with the conditions for its development provided for by the chosen educational program. Provide the Customer / Student
with respect for human dignity, protection from all forms of physical and mental violence, personal insults, protection of life and
health;

3.1.3. Provide the Customer with information containing information about the provision of paid educational services in the
manner and volume provided for by the current legislation of the Russian Federation, as well as create the Customer / Student
the appropriate conditions for mastering the chosen educational program. Provide for the use of the Customer / Student library,
information and other resources of the Contractor;

3.1.4. Accept from the Customer / Student payment for educational services, in the manner prescribed by the terms of this
Contract .

3.1.5. After completing the training, conduct the appropriate control tests (tests, exams), with long-term results, issue the student
a document of the established sample;

3.1.6. In case of failure to pass the control tests, who received unsatisfactory results on them, who have mastered part of the
educational program or who are expelled, issue a certificate of study or a period of study, in the manner prescribed by the current
legislation.

3.2.6. Show respect for the scientific and pedagogical, engineering and technical, administrative and economic, educational
support and other personnel of the Contractor;

3.2.7. In advance of the beginning of each semester, make a reconciliation of payments received for educational services with
the Contractor;

3.2.8. In the event of a change in the details, including payment details, immediately inform the Contractor in writing,
3.3. _The Student must:




3.3.1. Observe the academic discipline: attend classes, carry out the academic load in accordance with the approved schedule of
the educational process, the requirements of the curriculum and the schedule;

3.3.2. Treat the property of the Contractor with care. Comply with the requirements of the Charter and the Internal Rules of the
Contractor, as well as generally accepted moral, ethical and ethical norms of behavior;

4.2. An increase in the cost of paid educational services after the conclusion of this contract is not allowed.

Tuition fees may change with an increase in the cost of paid educational services, taking into account the inflation rate provided
for by the main characteristics of the federal budget for the next financial year and planning period. In the event of a change in
the cost of training, in accordance with the provisions of this paragraph, the Parties sign an additional agreement, with the
calculation of the cost for the entire period of training. **

4.3. The basis for settlements for payment for educational services is a receipt for payment and this contract . The fact of payment
is confirmed by a cashier's check, receipt or other form of strict accountability (document of the established form).

4.4 Forthe 20/  academic year, the Customer makes payment in the amount of 100% of the tuition fee within five working
days after the issuance of the order for the enrollment of the Student, but no later than . 20 .

4.5. For subsequent academic years, the Customer pays for the services provided for in this contract, in advance by September
01 of each academic year in the amount of at least 50% of the cost of training for the academic year. The remaining amount of
the anmual tuition fees must be paid by February 1 of the current academic year.

4.6. Payment for educational services is carried out by the Customer by depositing cash at the Contractor's cashier or by bank
transfer to the Contractor's account, according to the Contractor's details specified in the receipt or in the relevant section of this
Agreement.

4.7. The customer has the right to pay the cost of educational services for the entire period of study at the University.

4.8. When the Student is granted academic leave, as well as maternity leave, parental leave until he reaches the age of three
years, the payment for educational services for the current period is credited to the Student after he leaves the corresponding
leave.

5. Procedure for the delivery and acceptance of services rendered

5.1. Contractor in accordance with the requirements of Federal Law of December 29, 2012 No. 273-FZ "On Education in the
Russian Federation", other regulations governing the provision of educational services, local acts of the University and, under
the terms of this Contract , provides services to the Student and transfers the result of services under the Certificate of Acceptance
of Services Rendered, signed by The parties of this Contract .

5.2. The obligation of the Contractor is considered fulfilled from the moment the Customer accepts the services provided and is
confirmed by the signing, in accordance with the procedure established by this Agreement, of an act of services rendered.

5.3. The Contractor is obliged, upon completion of the full course of study, to prepare, sign and submit an acceptance certificate

5.4. Based on the results of the services rendered, the Customer, within three working days, in the absence of comments, signs
the provided Acceptance Certificate of the services rendered and sends to the Contractor a signed copy by fax, scanned document
by e-mail, followed by sending the original by mail to the Contractor.

In the presence of comments (upon detection of a lack of educational services), the Customer sends a reasoned written
refusal to the Contractor within 15 calendar days after receiving the Act with the requirements provided for by the current
legislation. In this case, the terms of signing the act of services rendered are postponed for the period of elimination of comments,
another agreement between the Parties.

If the Contractor does not receive the Certificate of Acceptance of the Services Rendered from the Customer or a reasoned
refusal to accept the services within 30 calendar days from the date of its issuance, educational services are considered to be
rendered properly in accordance with the terms of this Contract .

6. Change and termination of the contract

6.1. The terms of fulfillment of obligations under this contract may be changed or supplemented by agreement of the parties or
in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

c) establishment of a violation of the procedure for admission to the University, which led to his illegal enrollment through the
fault of the student;

d) delays in payment of the cost of paid educational services;

¢) the impossibility of proper fulfillment of obligations to provide paid educational services due to the actions (inaction) of the
student.

The circumstances of this paragraph are the basis for the termination of this contract unilaterally and the expulsion of the Student
from the University in the manner prescribed by the local acts of the University. Upon termination of the contract, the Customer
is refunded the funds not spent on educational services (for the period after the termination of this contract) in accordance with
the University's Procedure for processing the return of funds received at the Tyumen State Medical University of the Ministry
of Health of Russia for training.

6.5. This contract may be terminated ahead of schedule in case of transfer of the student to a budgetary form of education, to
another educational organization or student expulsion for reasons not specified in clause 6.4. of actual contract. In these cases,
the refund of the funds to the Customer is also carried out in accordance with the University's Procedure for processing the return
of funds received at FSBEI HE Tyumen SMU of the Ministry of Health of Russia for student tuition, as well as changes
in payment terms and provision of deferred payments for educational services.

7. Special conditions

8. Responsibility of the parties

8.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this agreement, the parties are liable in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

8.2. In the event of a delay in the fulfillment by the Customer of the obligation provided for in this Contract , the Contractor has
the right to demand payment of a forfeit. The penalty is charged for each day of delay in the fulfillment of the obligation provided

8.3. The expiration of the term of the contract does not relieve the parties from responsibility for its violation.

9. Final clauses

sending them by mail, or by transferring them to the proper representative of the Contractor.

9.3. This contract is considered concluded from the moment it is signed by the parties and is valid until the parties fully fulfill
their contractual obligations.

2.1.3. To require the parties to comply with contractual discipline, compliance with the internal regulations of the University,
the Charter, as well as generally accepted moral, ethical and ethical standards of conduct;

2.1.4. To require the Customer to pay for educational services actually provided to the Student.

2.2, The Customer has the right:



2.2.1. To demand from the Contractor reliable information regarding the preparation of the Student under this contract in
accordance with the program;

2.2.2. To require the Contractor to provide timely information on academic performance, as well as compliance with contractual
discipline in accordance with the terms of this agreement.

2.3. The student is granted with academic rights in accordance with part 1 of article 34 of the Federal Law of December
29,2012 N 273-FZ "On Education in the Russian Federation". The student also has the right to:

2.3.1. To receive complete and reliable information about the assessment of their knowledge, abilities, skills and competencies,
as well as about the criteria for this assessment;

2.3.2. Within the framework of the legislation of the Russian Federation on education, use educational services provided by the
Contractor and not included in the main curriculum in the chosen direction, on the terms of a contract for the provision of
additional educational services for a fee, concluded separately;

2.3.3. Use the property of the Contractor in the course of the educational process and the conduct of socio-cultural, recreational
and other activities;

2.3.4. To take part in socio-cultural, wellness, etc. events organized by the Contractor in the manner prescribed by the local acts
of the University.

3. Obligations of the Contractor, Customer, Student

3.1. _Contractor must:

3.1.1. Enroll the Customer / Student who has fulfilled the admission conditions established by the legislation of the Russian
Federation, the Charter and local acts, if there is payment for the first year of study, in the number of students, in accordance
with the Charter, other local regulations of the Contractor and the terms of this contract in FSBEI HE Tyumen State Medical
University of the Ministry of Health of Russia;

Provide the Customer / Student
with respect for human dignity, protection from all forms of physical and mental violence, personal insults, protection of life and
health;

3.1.3. Provide the Customer / Student with information containing information on the provision of paid educational services in
the manner and volume provided for by the current legislation of the Russian Federation, as well as create the Customer / Student
the appropriate conditions for mastering the selected educational program. Provide for the use of the Customer / Student library,
information and other resources of the Contractor;

3.1.4. Accept from the Customer / Student payment for educational services, in the manner prescribed by the terms of this
contract .

3.1.5. After completing the training, conduct the appropriate control tests (tests, exams), with long-term results, issue the student
a document of the established sample;

3.1.6. In case of failure to pass the control tests, who received unsatisfactory results, who have mastered part of the educational
program or who are expelled, issue a certificate of study or a period of study, in the manner prescribed by the current legislation.
3.1.7. Provide the Student with the opportunity to use, on the terms and in the manner prescribed by the current legislation of the
Russian Federation and local regulations of the Contractor, the services of the Contractor's structural units operating in the field
of public catering and medical services.

3.1.8. Implement measures of social and material support for the Student, including measures to provide accommodation ina
hostel, ensure departure from the Russian Federation in the event and procedure established by the current legislation of the
Russian Federation and local regulations of the Contractor.

3.2.2. Upon admission of the Student to the University and in the process of his studies, timely provide all the necessary
documents;

3.2.3. In case of a change in the address or other details, immediately inform the Contractor about it in writing;
3.2.4. Ensure that the Students attend classes in accordance with the educational schedule;
3.2.5. Notify the Contractor about good reasons for the absence of the Student in the classroom;

3.2.6. Show respect for the scientific and pedagogical, engineering and technical, administrative and economic, educational
support and other personnel of the Contractor;

3.2.7. In advance at the beginning of each semester, make a reconciliation of payments received for educational services with
the Contractor;

3.2.8. In the event of a change in the details, including payment details, immediately inform the Contractor in writing,
3.3.  _Student must;



3.3.1. Observe the academic discipline: attend classes, carry out the academic load in accordance with the approved schedule of
the educational process, the requirements of the curriculum and the schedule;

3.3.2. Treat the property of the Contractor with care. Comply with the requirements of the Charter and the Internal Rules of the
Contractor, as well as generally accepted moral, ethical and ethical norms of behavior;

3.3.7. In the event of damage to the property of the Contractor by the Students , compensate the latter for damage in accordance
with the current legislation of the Russian Federation;

4.2. An increase in the cost of paid educational services after the conclusion of this contract is not allowed.

Tuition fees may change with an increase in the cost of paid educational services, taking into account the inflation rate provided
for by the main characteristics of the federal budget for the next financial year and planning period. In the event of a change in
the cost of training, in accordance with the provisions of this paragraph, the Parties sign an additional agreement, with the
calculation of the cost for the entire period of training. **

4.3. The basis for settlements for payment for educational services is a receipt for payment and this contract. The fact of payment
is confirmed by a cashier's check, receipt or other form of strict accountability (document of the established form).

4.4 Forthe 20/  academic year, the Customer makes payment in the amount of 100% of the tuition fee within five working
days after the issuance of the order for the enrollment of the Student, but no later than . 20 .

4.5. For subsequent academic years, the Customer pays for the services provided for in this contract, in advance by September
01 of each academic year in the amount of at least 50% of the cost of training for the academic year. The remaining amount of
the annual tuition fees must be paid by February 1 of the current academic year.

4.6. Payment for educational services is carried out by the Customer by depositing cash at the Contractor's cashier or by bank
transfer to the Contractor's account, according to the Contractor's details specified in the receipt or in the relevant section of this
Contract .

4.8. When the Student is granted academic leave, as well as maternity leave, parental leave until he reaches the age of three
years, the payment for educational services for the current period is credited to the Student after he leaves the corresponding
leave.S. Procedure for the delivery and acceptance of services rendered

5.1. Contractor in accordance with the requirements of Federal Law of December 29, 2012 No. 273-FZ "On Education in the
Russian Federation", other regulations governing the provision of educational services, local acts of the University and, under
the terms of this Contract , provides services to the Student and transfers the result of services under the Certificate of Acceptance
of Services Rendered, signed by the parties of this Contract .

5.2. The obligation of the Contractor is considered fulfilled from the moment the Customer accepts the services provided and is
confirmed by the signing, in accordance with the procedure established by this Contract , of an act of services rendered.

5.3. The Contractor is obliged, upon completion of the full course of study, to prepare, sign and submit an acceptance certificate
for the services rendered under this agreement, in an amount corresponding to the number of parties to the agreement.

5.4. Based on the results of the services rendered, the Customer, within three working days, in the absence of comments, signs
the provided Acceptance Certificate of the services rendered and sends to the Contractor a signed copy by fax, scanned document
by e-mail, followed by sending the original by mail to the Contractor.



In the presence of comments (upon detection of a lack of educational services), the Customer sends a reasoned written
refusal to the Contractor within 15 calendar days after receiving the Act with the requirements provided for by the current
legislation. In this case, the terms of signing the act of services rendered are postponed for the period of elimination of comments,
another agreement between the Parties.

If the Contractor does not receive the Certificate of Acceptance of the Services Rendered from the Customer or a reasoned
refusal to accept the services within 30 calendar days from the date of its issuance, educational services are considered to be
rendered properly in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

6. Change and termination of the contract

6.1. The terms of fulfillment of obligations under this contract may be changed or supplemented by agreement of the parties or
in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation. Changes and additions to this contract are valid if they are made in
writing, signed by the parties and executed in the form of an additional agreement to this contract . This Contract may be
terminated by agreement of the Parties.

6.2. The parties consider the obligations under this contract terminated, and the contract t terminated upon the expiration of ten
working days from the end of the terms established by this contract for payment, if it is not paid By the customer... The
contract is considered terminated by agreement of the parties for a good reason related to the Customer's lack of material
resources to pay for the services provided for in this contract. At the same time, the termination of the contract on this basis does
not deprive the Contractor of the opportunity to file claims against the Customer in court for payment of the expenses actually
incurred by the Contractor for the entire period of the provision of educational services (until the date of termination of this
contract).

6.3 On the initiative of the Customer the contract is terminated subject to payment to the Contractor of the actual costs
incurred by him for the entire period of the provision of educational services (until the date of termination of this contract).

6.4. This Contract may be terminated at the initiative of the Contractor unilaterally in the cases provided for in clause 22

a) application to a student who has reached the age of 15, deductions as a disciplinary measure;

b) failure of students to follow a professional educational program responsibilities for the conscientious development of such an
educational program and the implementation of the curriculum;

c) establishment of a violation of the procedure for admission to the University, which led to his illegal enrollment through the
fault of the student;

d) delays in payment of the cost of paid educational services;

¢) the impossibility of proper fulfillment of obligations to provide paid educational services due to the actions (inaction) of the
student.

The circumstances of this paragraph are the basis for the termination of this contract unilaterally and the expulsion of the Student
from the University in the manner prescribed by the local acts of the University. Upon termination of the contract, the Customer
is refunded the funds not spent on educational services (for the period after the termination of this contract) in accordance with
the University's Procedure for processing the return of funds received at the Tyumen State Medical University of the Ministry
of Health of Russia for training.

6.5. This contract may be terminated ahead of schedule in case of transfer of the student to a budgetary form of education, to
another educational organization or student expulsion for reasons not specified in clause 6.4. actual agreement. In these cases,
the refund of the funds to the Customer is also carried out in accordance with the University's Procedure for processing the return
of funds received at FSBEI HE Tyumen SMU of the Ministry of Health of Russia for student tuition, as well as changes
in payment terms and provision of deferred payments for educational services.

6.0. If the Student is granted with academic leave, as well as maternity leave, parental leave until the child reaches three years
of age, on the grounds provided for by regulatory enactments, the validity of this contract is extended for the period of granting
the corresponding leave.
6.7. This contract may be terminated early, due to circumstances beyond the control of the Student and the Contractor,
including in the event of the Contractor's liquidation. 7. Special conditions

7.1. The transfer of the Student to training at the expense of the federal budget is carried out in accordance with the Order of the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation dated June 6, 2013 No. 443 "On the approval of the procedure and
cases of the transition of persons studying in educational programs of secondary vocational and higher education from paid
education to free.

8. Responsibility of the parties

8.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this agreement, the parties are liable in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

8.2. In the event of a delay in the fulfillment by the Customer of the obligation provided for in this Contract , the Contractor has
the right to demand payment of a forfeit. The penalty is charged for each day of delay in the fulfillment of the obligation provided
for by the contract, starting from the day following the day of the expiration of the deadline for the fulfillment of the obligation
established by the contract. The amount of such a penalty is set at 0.01% of the cost of unpaid, incompletely paid or untimely
paid educational services for each day of delay until the day the debt is repaid. The customer is exempted from payment of the
penalty if he proves that the delay in the performance of the specified obligation was due to force majeure or through the fault



of the other party.
8.3. The expiration of the term of the contract does not relieve the parties from responsibility for its violation.

9. Final clauses

9.1. The information specified in this contract corresponds to the information posted on the official website of the Contractor on
the Internet as of the date of this Agreement.

9.2 This Contract , the Acceptance Certificate of the services rendered, other documents related to the provision of educational
services may be signed by the Parties through the electronic form of document exchange, subject to the normal quality of
reproduction of the text of the Contract, other documents, seals and signatures of the parties. Such an agreement and documents
will have legal force until the subsequent exchange of originals of the Contract signed by both parties, documents on paper, by
sending them by mail, or by transferring them to the proper representative of the Contractor.

9.3. This contract is considered concluded from the moment it is signed by the parties and is valid until the parties fully fulfill
their contractual obligations.

9.4. The Contract is drawn up in 4 copies of equal legal force, one copy for the Customer and the Student, two copies for the
University.

1. The Subject of the Contract

1.1. The Contractor provides, and the Customer / Applicant pays for attachment services for preparing a dissertation
for the degree of Candidate of Sciences (without mastering the programs for training scientific and pedagogical
personnel in graduate school) for direction of training/ scientific specialty /profile (Underline whatever applicable)

1.2. The term for attaching the Customer / Applicant is based on the standard term for attaching as an applicant for a
period of three years and is calculated in the period from 20 to 20 .

2. Rights of the Contractor, Customer / Applicant

2.1.  Provider has the right to:

2.1.1. Independently carry out its statutory activities, in accordance with the subject of this agreement, apply
incentives to the Customer / Applicant and impose penalties in accordance with the legislation of the Russian
Federation, constituent documents and local regulations of the Provider

2.1.2. Require the parties to comply with contractual discipline, compliance with internal regulations, the Contractor's
Charter, as well as generally accepted moral, ethical and ethical standards of behavior.

2.1.3. Require the Customer / Applicant to pay for the actually rendered services.

2.1.4. Dismiss the Customer / Applicant: for health reasons in case of an official conclusion of the RF health
authorities on the impossibility to continue training; at the end of the attachment period; in case of violation, non-
fulfillment and untimely fulfillment of obligations under this agreement; in case of late payment for services; for
academic failure; non-fulfillment of the individual plan (plan for the preparation of the thesis) based on the results of
the annual attestation; in case of violation of the Charter of the University and current legislation.

2.2. Customer / Applicant has the right to:

2.2.1. Require from the Provider providing reliable information on the organization and ensuring the proper
performance of the services provided for in section 1 of this contract .

2.2.2. Use, in the manner prescribed by local regulations, the Contractor's property necessary to receive services
under this contract.




2.2.3. Receive complete and reliable information on the implementation ofan individual plan (plan for the preparation
of athesis).

2.2.4. Participate in the scientific research ofthe University, in the amount established by it.

2.2.5. Receive documents of the established form.

2.3. The parties have the right to demand from each other the fulfillment of the corresponding obligations under this
agreement, by providing reliable information, documents, performing certain actions depending on the obligations.

3. Obligations of the Contractor, Customer / Applicant

3.1. The contractor is obliged:

3.1.1. Attach the Customer / Applicant to the University in accordance with the Regulations on Attachment for the
preparation of a dissertation for the degree of Candidate of Sciences without mastering the programs for the training
of scientific and pedagogical personnel in the postgraduate study of Tyumen State Medical University.

3.1.2. To conclude this Agreement with the Customer / Applicant who has passed the selection and recommended
for attachment to the University.

3.1.3. Provide highly qualified scientific guidance to the Customer / Applicant.

3.1.4. Provide the Customer / Applicant with the opportunity to use the libraries, information resources, equipment
and other property ofthe Contractor.

3.15. Issue the attached person, subject to the fulfillment of all the obligations assumed under this Contract , the
documents established by the normative act of the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia.

3.1.6. Bring to the Customer / Applicant information containing information about the provision of paid services /
educational services inthe manner and volume that are provided by the law ofthe Russian Federation "On Protection
of Consumer Rights" and the Federal by law "On education in the Russian Federation", other normative acts, local
acts ofthe University.

3.1.7. Organize and ensure the proper provision ofthe services envisaged by the section 1ofthis Contract . Services
are provided in accordance with an individual plan (plan for preparing a dissertation), in accordance with the current
legislation ofthe Russian Federation and local acts ofthe Contractor.

3.1.8. Accept payment for educational services / services fromthe Customer / Applicant in the manner prescribed by
the terms ofthis agreement.

4.2. An increase in the cost of paid services after the conclusion of this contract is not allowed.

The cost of services may change with an increase in the cost of paid services, taking into account the inflation rate
provided for by the main characteristics of the federal budget for the next financial year and planning period. In the
event of a change in the cost of services, in accordance with the provisions of this clause, the Parties sign an additional
agreement, with the calculation of the cost for the entire period of services. **

4.3. The basis for settlements for payment for educational services is a receipt for payment and this agreement. The
fact of payment is confirmed by a cashier's check, receipt or other form of strict accountability (document of the
established form).

4.4. For the first year of attachment, the above amount must be paid by the Customer / Applicant within 5 (Five)
business days from the date of the conclusion of this agreement and until the order for attachment is issued.

For subsequent years, the amount is paid until September 20 of the current year. It is allowed to pay for services in
equal shares twice a year until September 20 and until February 25 of the current academic year.

Payment for services is carried out by the Customer / Applicant by depositing cash at the Contractor's cashier
or by bank transfer to the Contractor's account, according to the Contractor's details specified in the receipt or in the
relevant section of this Agreement.

4.5. The Customer / Applicant has the right to make a one-time payment of the cost of services for the entire period
of attachment within 5 (Five) working days from the date of the conclusion of this agreement and until the release of
the order for attachment.

4.6. Information on the cost of services for each subsequent year of attachment is communicated to the Customer /
Applicant by placing appropriate announcements in the accounting department, the postgraduate and doctoral
department and on the Contractor's website.

5. Procedure for delivery and acceptance of services rendered
5.1. The Contractor, in accordance with the requirements of the Federal Law of December 29, 2012 No. 273-FZ "On
Education in the Russian Federation", other regulations governing the provision of educational services, local acts of
the University and, under the terms of this Contract , provides services to the Customer / Applicant and transfers the
result of services under the Act delivery and acceptance of the services rendered, signed by the Parties to this
Agreement.
5.2. The obligation of the Contractor is considered fulfilled from the moment the Customer / Applicant accepts the
services provided and is confirmed by the signing, in accordance with the procedure established by this Contract of
an act of services rendered.
5.3. The Contractor is obliged, upon completion of the full course of study, to prepare, sign and submit an acceptance
certificate for the services rendered under this contract , in an amount corresponding to the number of parties to the
contract .
5.4. Based on the results of the services provided, the Customer / Applicant, within three working days, in the absence
of comments, signs the provided Acceptance Certificate for the services rendered and sends the Contractor a signed




copy by fax, scanned document by e-mail, followed by sending the original by mail to the Contractor.

If there are comments (if a lack of educational services is found), the Customer / Applicant sends a reasoned
written refusal to the Contractor within 135 calendar days after receiving the Act with the requirements provided for
by the current legislation. In this case, the terms of signing the act of services rendered are postponed for the period
of elimination of comments, other agreement between the Parties.

If the Contractor does not receive the Certificate of Acceptance of the Services Rendered from the Customer /
Applicant or a reasoned refusal to accept the services within 30 calendar days from the date of its issuance,
educational services are deemed to have been rendered properly in accordance with the terms of this Contract .

6. Modification and termination of the contract

6.1. The conditions for the fulfillment of obligations under this contract may be changed or supplemented by
agreement of the parties or in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation. Changes and additions to
this agreement are valid if they are made in writing, signed by the parties and executed in the form of an additional
agreement to this contract . This Contract may be terminated by agreement of the Parties.

6.2. The parties consider the obligations under this contract terminated, and the contract terminated after three
working days from the end of the terms established by this contract for payment, if it is not paid by the Customer /
Applicant.

The contract is considered terminated by agreement of the parties for a good reason related to the lack of material
resources for the Customer / Applicant to pay for the services provided for in this contract. At the same time, the
termination of the contract on this basis does not deprive the Contractor of the opportunity to file claims against the
Customer / Applicant in court for payment of expenses actually incurred by the Contractor for the entire period of
the provision of educational services (until the date of termination of this contract).

6.3. At the initiative of the Customer / Applicant, the contract is terminated subject to payment to the Contractor of
the actual costs incurred by him for the entire period of the provision of educational services (until the date of
termination of this contract).

¢) establishment of a violation of the procedure for admission to the University, which led to his illegal enrollment
through the fault of the student;

d) delays in payment of the cost of paid educational services, services;
¢) the impossibility of proper fulfillment of obligations to provide paid educational services, services due to the
actions (inaction) of the Customer / Applicant.

The circumstances of this clause are the basis for the termination of this agreement unilaterally and the expulsion of
the Customer / Applicant from the University in the manner prescribed by the local acts of the University. Upon
termination of the contract, the applicant is refunded the funds not spent on educational services (for the period after
the termination of this contract) in accordance with the University's Procedure for processing the return of funds
received at the Tyumen State Medical University of the Ministry of Health of Russia for training.

6.5. This contract may be terminated early, due to circumstances beyond the control of the Customer / Applicant and
the Contractor, including in the event of the Contractor's liquidation.

7.Responsibility of the Contractor, Customer / Applicant
7.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this Contract , the parties are liable in accordance
with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

7.2. In case of delay in performance by the Customer / Contestant of the obligation provided for in this Contract , the
Contractor shall have the right to demand payment of a forfeit. The penalty is charged for each day of delay in the
fulfillment of the obligation provided for by the contract, starting from the day following the day of the expiration of
the deadline for the fulfillment of the obligation established by the contract. The amount of such a penalty is set at
0.01% of the cost of unpaid, incompletely paid or untimely paid educational services for each day of delay until the
day the debt is repaid. The Customer / Applicant is exempt from payment of the penalty if he proves that the delay
in the performance of the specified obligation was due to force majeure or through the fault of the other party.

7.3. The expiration of the term of the contract does not relieve the parties from liability for its violation.

3.3.1. To observe the academic discipline: attend classes, carry out the academic load in accordance with the approved schedule
of the educational process, the requirements of the curriculum and the schedule. Notify the Contractor about the
reasons for the absence from the class.

3.3.2. To treat the property of the Contractor with care. Comply with the requirements of the Charter and the Internal Rules of
the Contractor, as well as generally accepted moral, ethical and ethical norms of behavior;

3.3.3. To get acquainted with the information posted by the Contractor on the information stands of the corresponding unit of
the educational services provided.

3.3.4. Inform the Customer about the progress in fulfilling the obligations assumed under the contract, report to the Customer on
the state of his academic performance;

3.3.5. Facilitate the fulfillment by the Customer of financial obligations under the contract: provide timely information and
documents to pay for educational services for the corresponding period of study;

3.3.6. in case of change of passport data, change of full name, address - immediately inform the Contractor in writing.

3.3.7. Inthe event of damage to the property of the Contractor by the Applicant, to compensate the latter for damage in accordance
with the current legislation of the Russian Federation;

In the event of a change in the cost of
services, in accordance with the provisions of this clause, the Parties sign an additional agreement, with the calculation of the
cost for the entire period of services.

4.6. The basis for settlements for payment for educational services is a receipt for payment and this contract . The fact of payment
is confirmed by a cashier's check, receipt or other form of strict accountability (document of the established form).

4.7. The customer makes a prepayment payment in the amount of 100% of the cost of educational services / services after
signing this Contract , but no later than 2 working days before the start of preparation classes for passing the exam/ s.

Payment for passing the candidate exam is made after signing this Contract but no later than 2 working days before passing the
exam.

Payment for services is carried out by the Customer by depositing cash at the Contractor's cashier or by bank transfer to the
Contractor's account, according to the Contractor's details specified in the receipt or in the relevant section of this Contract .

5. Order of delivery and acceptance of services rendered
5.1. The Contractor, in accordance with the requirements of the Federal Law of December 29, 2012 No. 273-FZ "On Education
in the Russian Federation", other regulations governing the provision of educational services, local acts of the University and,
under the terms of this Contract, provides services to the Applicant and transfers the result of services under the Certificate of
Delivery acceptance of the services rendered, signed by the Parties to this Contract .
5.2. The obligation of the Contractor is considered fulfilled from the moment of acceptance by the Customer, the Applicant of
the services rendered and is confirmed by the signing, in accordance with the procedure established by this Agreement, of the
act of services rendered.
5.3. The Contractor is obliged, upon completion of the full course of study, to prepare, sign and submit an acceptance certificate
for the services rendered under this contract, in an amount corresponding to the number of parties to the contract .
5.4. Based on the results of the services provided, the Customer, the Applicant, within three working days, in the absence of
comments, signs the provided Acceptance Certificate of the services rendered and sends the Contractor a signed copy by fax,
scanned document by e-mail, followed by sending the original by mail to the Contractor.
If there are comments (if a lack of educational services is found), the Customer, the Applicant sends a reasoned written refusal
to the Contractor within 15 calendar days after receiving the Act with the requirements provided for by the current legislation.
In this case, the terms of signing the act of services rendered are postponed for the period of elimination of comments, another



agreement between the Parties.

If the Contractor does not receive an Acceptance Certificate for the services rendered from the Customer, the Applicant, or a
reasoned refusal to accept the services within 30 calendar days from the date of its issuance, the educational services are deemed
to be rendered properly in accordance with the terms of this Contract .

6. Modification and termination of the contract
6.1. The conditions for the fulfillment of obligations under this contract may be changed or supplemented by agreement of the
parties or in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation. Changes and additions to this agreement are valid if they
are made in writing, signed by the parties and executed in the form of an additional agreement to this contract. This Contract
may be terminated by agreement of the Parties.
6.2. The parties consider the obligations under this contract terminated, and the contract terminated after three working days
from the end of the terms established by this agreement for payment, if it is not paid by the Customer.

The contract is considered terminated by agreement of the parties for a good reason related to the Customer's lack of material
resources to pay for the services provided for in this contract. At the same time, the termination of the contract on this basis does
not deprive the Contractor of the opportunity to file claims against the Customer in court for payment of the expenses actually
incurred by the Contractor for the entire period of the provision of educational services (until the date of termination of this
contract).

6.3. At the initiative of the Customer, the Applicant, the contract is terminated subject to payment to the Contractor of the actual
costs incurred by him for the entire period of the provision of educational services (until the date of termination of this contract).

d) delays in payment of the cost of paid educational services, services;

The circumstances of this clause are the basis for the termination of this contract unilaterally and the expulsion of the Applicant
from the University in the manner prescribed by the local acts of the University. Upon termination of the contract, the applicant
is refunded the funds not spent on educational services (for the period after the termination of this contract) in accordance with
the University's Procedure for processing the return of funds received at the Tyumen State Medical University of the Ministry
of Health of Russia for training.

6.5. This contract may be terminated early, due to circumstances beyond the control of the Customer, the Applicant and the
Contractor, including in the event of the Contractor's liquidation.

7. Responsibility of the Contractor, Customer, Applicant
7.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this contract, the parties are liable in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

7.2. In the event of a delay in the fulfillment by the Customer of the obligation provided for in this Contract , the Contractor has
the right to demand payment of a forfeit. The penalty is charged for each day of delay in the fulfillment of the obligation provided
for by the contract, starting from the day following the day of the expiration of the deadline for the fulfillment of the obligation
established by the contract. The amount of such a penalty is set at 0.01% of the cost of unpaid, incompletely paid or untimely
paid educational services for each day of delay until the day the debt is repaid. The customer is exempted from payment of the
penalty if he proves that the delay in the performance of the specified obligation was due to force majeure or through the fault
of the other party.

7.3. The expiration of the term of the contract does not relieve the parties from responsibility for its violation.

8 final clauses
8.1. The information specified in this Contract corresponds to the information posted on the official website of the Contractor on

the Internet as of the date of this Agreement.

8.2 This Contract, the Acceptance Certificate of the services rendered, other documents related to the provision of educational
services may be signed by the Parties through the electronic form of document exchange, subject to the normal quality of
reproduction of the text of the Contract , other documents, seals and signatures of the parties. Such an agreement and documents
will have legal force until the subsequent exchange of originals of the Contract signed by both parties, documents on paper, by
sending them by mail, or by transferring them to the proper representative of the Contractor.

8.3. This Contract is considered concluded from the moment it is signed by the parties and is valid until the parties fully fulfill
their contractual obligations.

8.4 The Contract is drawn up in Russian, in 4 copies of equal legal force, one copy for the Customer, the Applicant, two copies
for the University.

1. The Subject of the Contract

1.1. Contractor undertakes to provide an educational service to the Customer, Trainee and the Customer,
in turn, undertakes to pay, under the terms of this contract, for training in an additional professional program, in
accordance with the Specification, containing the name, specialty / direction, form of training, volume and period of
training, full name of student , the cost and amount of training (Appendix No. 1 to this contract).

1.2. At the end of the training period, the Trainee, provided that he successfully master the educational program, is
issued a document of the established form on the development of the corresponding additional professional program
with the assignment of the appropriate qualifications, or a document on the development of certain components of
the educational program in the event of the student's expulsion from educational institution until its completion of
training in full, in accordance with the local acts of the University.

2.Rights of the Contractor, Customer, Trainee

2.1. Contractor has the right to:

2.1.1. Independently carry out the educational process, choose assessment systems, forms, procedure and frequency
of intermediate / final certification of the Trainee, apply incentives to him and impose penalties in accordance with
the legislation of the Russian Federation, constituent documents and local regulations of the Contractor;

4. Cost of educational services and settlement procedure

curriculum for a specific specialty. The period of study is understood as the period oftime from the date of issue of
the order or the specific date specified in the order for the Trainee 's admission to the University until the date of
publication ofthe order or the specific date specified in the order for graduation or expulsion ofthe Trainee t from
the University.

The cost of educational services is established in accordance with the local act ofthe University and is indicated in
the Specification containing the name, specialty / direction, form of study, volume and period of study, full name.
the student, the cost and amount oftraining (Appendix No. 1to this contract).

Educational services under this contract are not subjectto VAT (value-added tax); on the basis of subparagraphs
14 of paragraph 2 of article 149 ofthe Tax Code ofthe Russian Federation.

4.2. An increase in the cost of paid educational services after the conclusion of this contract is not allowed, except
for the application of clause 2.1.2. by the parties of this contract .

The cost of training may change with an increase in the cost of paid educational services, taking into account the
inflation rate provided for by the main characteristics ofthe federal budget for the next financial year and planning
period.

4.3. Payment is made in the order of 100% prepayment, no later than 5 (Five) working days before the start date of
classes specified in the Specification (Appendix No. 1to this agreement).

The basis for settlements for payment of educational services is a receipt for payment/ invoice for payment,
a voucher and this contract. Payment for educational services is carried out by the Customer by depositing cash, to
the Contractor's cashier or by bank transfer to the Contractor's account, according to the Contractor's details
specified in the receipt or invoice. The fact of payment is confirmed by a cashier's check, receipt or other form of
strict accountability (document ofthe established form).

4.4. In the event that the Customer under the contract is a budgetary organization, an advance payment of 30% of
the value ofthe contract (clause 4.1. ofthis contract) is permissible, no later than 5 (Five) working days before the
start date of classes specified in the Specification (Appendix No. 1to this agreement).

The final settlement is carried out by the Customer upon the provision of services, within 10 banking days on the
basis of an invoice for payment provided by the Contractor earlier, signed by both parties of the Acceptance
Certificate of the services rendered, an invoice.

5. Procedure for delivery and acceptance of services rendered

5.1. Contractor in accordance with the requirements of the Federal Law of December 29, 2012 No. 273-FZ "On
Education in the Russian Federation', other regulations governing the provision ofeducational services, local acts of
the University and, under the terms of this Contract, provides services for the Trainee and transfers the result of
services under the Certificate of Acceptance of Services Rendered, signed by the parties ofthis Contract.

5.2. The obligation of the Contractor is considered fulfilled from the moment the Customer accepts the services
provided and is confirmed by the signing, in accordance with the procedure established by this Contract , of an act
of services rendered.

5.4. Based on the results of the services rendered, the Customer, within three working days, in the absence of
comments, signs the provided Acceptance Certificate of the services rendered and sends to the Contractor a signed
copy by fax, scanned document by e-mail, followed by sending the original by mail to the Contractor.

In the presence of comments (upon detection of a lack of educational services), the Customer sends a reasoned
written refusal to the Contractor within 15 calendar days after receiving the Act with the requirements provided for
by the current legislation. In this case, the terms of signing the act of services rendered are postponed for the period
of elimination of comments, other agreement between the Parties.

If the Contractor does not receive the Certificate of Acceptance of the Services Rendered from the Customer, the
Trainee, or a reasoned refusal to accept the services within 30 calendar days from the date of its issuance, the
educational services are deemed to be rendered properly in accordance with the terms of this Contract .

6.Amendment and termination of the contract
6.1. The conditions for the fulfillment of obligations under this agreement may be changed or supplemented by
agreement of the partiecs. Changes and additions to this contract are valid if they are made in writing, signed by the
parties and executed in the form of an additional agreement to this agreement. This Contract may be terminated by
agreement of the Parties.

6.2. The parties consider the obligations under this contract terminated, and the contract terminated upon the
expiration of ten working days from the end of the terms established by this contract for payment, if it is not paid
by the customer.

(inaction) of the Trainee.

The circumstances of this clause are the basis for terminating this agreement unilaterally and expelling the Trainee
from the University in the manner prescribed by the local acts of the University. Upon termination of the contract,
the Customer is refunded the funds not spent on educational services (for the period after the termination of this
contract) in accordance with the University's Procedure for processing the return of funds received at Tyumen State
Medical University of the Ministry of Health of Russia for training.

6.5. This contract may be terminated early, due to circumstances beyond the control of the Customer, the Trainee
and the Contractor, including in the event of the Contractor's liquidation.

7. Responsibilities of the parties
7.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of obligations under this contract , the parties are liable in accordance
with the legislation of the Russian Federation and this contract .

7.2. In the event of a delay in the fulfillment by the Customer of the obligation provided for in this Contract , the
Contractor has the right to demand payment of a forfeit. The penalty is charged for each day of delay in the fulfillment
of the obligation provided for by the contract, starting from the day following the day of the expiration of the deadline
for the fulfillment of the obligation established by the contract. The amount of such a penalty is set at 0.01% of the
cost of unpaid, incompletely paid or untimely paid educational services for each day of delay until the day the debt
is repaid. The customer is exempted from payment of the penalty if he proves that the delay in the performance of
the specified obligation was due to force majeure or through the fault of the other party.

7.3. The expiration of the term of the contract does not relieve the parties from liability for its violation.



8. Final provisions

5.3. Upon the completion of the full training
course the Provider is to prepare, sign, and present the
Delivery-Acceptance  Certificate of the Services
Rendered under this Contract, in number, corresponding
to the number of parties of this Contract.

5.4. Based on the rendered services, the
Customer/Student shall sign the presented Delivery-

three business days, if there are no objections, and sends
the signed copy to the Provider via fax, scanned
document through electronic mail, with subsequent
postage of the original by regular post to the address of
the Provider.

If the Provider fails to receive the Delivery-

rendered in a proper way in accordance with the terms
and conditions of this Contract.

6. Alteration and termination of contract

Alteration and amendments to this Contract
take an effect, in case they are made in written form, signed by the Parties and are formed as an additional
agreement to this Contract. This Contract may be terminated upon the agreement of the Parties.

6.2. The parties consider the obligations under this Contract ceased and the Contract terminated, three working
days after the dates, stipulated by this Contract for payment, in case its performance is failed by the
Customer/Consumer.

The Contract is deemed terminated upon the agreement of the parties for a good reason related to the lack of the
Customer/Consumer’s funds in order to pay for the services, stipulated by this Contract. Furthermore, the
termination of this Contact under this basis does not deprive the Provider of the opportunity to set up a claim to the
Customer/Consumer to cover the expenses, actually incurred by the Provider for the whole period of educational
services rendering (up to the date of termination of this Contract) through legal proceedings.

7.2. In case of delay in the performance by the Customer/Student of the obligations under this Agreement, the
Contractor shall be entitled to demand payment of the penalty. The penalty is charged for each day of delay in the
performance of the obligation provided for in the Agreement, starting from the day following the day after the
expiry date of the obligation specified in the contract. The amount of such penalty is set at 0.01% of the cost of
unpaid, not fully paid or untimely paid educational services for each day of delay up to the day of debt repayment.
The Customer/Student is exempt from paying the penalty if he / she proves that the delay in performance of the
said obligation occurred due to force majeure or the fault of the other party.

7.3. The expiration of the Contract force does not indemnify the Parties from the responsibilities for its breach.

8. Final provision

8.1. . The data stated in this Contract coincide to the information placed at the official site of the Provider in the
Internet as for the date of concluding this Contract.

8.2. This Contract, Delivery- Acceptance Certificate of the rendered services, other documents related to the
provision of educational services, can be signed by the Parties through an electronic form of exchange of
documents, subject to the normal quality of reproduction of the text of the Agreement, other documents, seals and
signatures of the parties. Such an agreement and documents will have legal force until the subsequent exchange of
the original copies of the Agreement, signed by both parties, of paper documents, by mail, or by transfer to the
appropriate representative of the Contractor.

8.3.This Contract is deemed to be concluded from the date of its signing by the parties and remains in force until
the of complete fulfillment of the Contract obligations by the parties.
